DAILY ITINERARY 
Day 1: Depart Boston – arrive Quebec City 
You will begin your week in Canada with a pleasant ride to quaint Quebec City. Your accommodations 
for the next two evenings are at the Loews Le Concorde. 
 
Day 2: Quebec City 
This morning you will start with breakfast at a local café before joining your local guide for a narrated 
tour of New and Old Quebec. Enjoy such sights as the Citadel, the Plains of Abraham, Place Royal and 
the old City. After your tour you will have the rest of the day free for shopping throughout the fine 
boutiques, a gourmet lunch in a fine French restaurant or a romantic stroll along Dufferin Terrace, the 
possibilities are endless! Dinner is included this evening. (B,D) 
 
Day 3: Quebec City - Montreal.  
Enjoy breakfast at Quebec’s Parliament Building followed by a tour of this historic treasure. Later visit 
the Shrine of St Anne de Beaupre and the majestic Montmorency falls. This afternoon you will travel to 
Montreal. Upon arriving in this great city, you will proceed to the Fairmont Queen Elizabeth for the next 
tow nights. The hotel is superbly located in the heart of Montreal, close to the best shopping, dining and 
entertainment the city has to offer. After a chance to freshen up, you will enjoy dinner at a popular 
Montreal restaurant.

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Day 4: Montreal
