DAILY ITINERARY 
 
Day 1: Depart Boston 
Today, jet away to Las Vegas and make the short transfer to Mesquite, Nevada. For six nights, you’ll 
reside in luxury at the impressive Casa Blanca Resort Casino. Your fabulous accommodations offer a 
world-class spa, 24-hour casino, waterfall lagoon, and 18-hole championship golf course. This evening, 
dinner is included at your hotel. (D) 
 
Day 2: Grand Canyon 
Today, a full day of touring is scheduled as we head to the north rim of one of the Seven Wonders of the 
World…the Grand Canyon. Averaging 8 miles wide and 217 miles in length, this mile deep chasm is 
one of America’s greatest spectacles. There will be free time to explore this incredible area. You’ll be 
awestruck by the various shades of blue and purple as they extend from horizon to horizon. (B)  
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Days 3: Zion National Park 
This morning, travel to Zion National Park where you’ll marvel at amazing spires, vivid canyons in the 
world. The 230 square mile park is filled with wild flowers and wildlife, as well as an array of streams 
and waterfalls. Later, return to your resort where you may enjoy an optional headliner show. (B,D) 
 
Day 4: Valley of Fire 
Today, discover Nevada’s Valley of Fire State Park. Here, view incredible red rock formations dating 
back 150 million years that often appear on fire. Next, stop at Lake Mead before visiting Hoover Dam, 
one of the world’s largest dams. This evening, enjoy dinner at one of the hotel’s top restaurants. (B,D) 
 
 Day 5: Mesquite - optional trip to Las Vegas  
Your entire day is free to enjoy your fabulous resort. Pamper yourself at the spa, take a swim in the 
waterfall lagoon pool, play the championship golf course or take an optional trip to Las Vegas. (B) 
 
Day 6: Bryce Canyon  
This morning, discover Bryce Canyon National Park where miles of breathtaking sandstone cliffs and 
ever-changing colors will surround you. Marvel at some of the Earth’s most brilliant shades of rock, 
which have been sculpted by erosion into pillars called “hoodoos”.Return to the hotel for dinner and 
overnight. (B,D) 
 
Day 7: Return flight to Boston 
Today you’ll transfer to the Las Vegas airport where you’ll jet back home with fond memories of 
America’s Canyonlands.
