These buildings are former 
neighborhood residences converted to full service 
hotel rooms. All rooms have the same amenities and 
services as the rooms in the Main Inn and parking is 
actually closer.

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DAILY ITINERARY 
 
Day 1: Drive to Stockbridge 
Drive yourself to Stockbridge located in the Berkshire Mountains of Western Massachusetts. Check yourself into 
The Red Lion Inn. Normal check in time is 3PM. This evening you are at leisure 
 
Day 2: Day at Leisure in Stockbridge/Evening Concert 
After an enjoyable breakfast, spend the day exploring the charming town of Stockbridge on your own. We suggest 
beginning your visit on historical Main Street-where samples of Stockbridge history, culture, vistas, and leisurely 
shopping are abound. Start at the town’s crossroads, Main and South Street (route 7), as travelers have done for 
hundred of years-at your hotel-the famed Red Lion Inn. The Stockbridge Chamber of Commerce offers great 
suggestions on their web site: www.stockbridge.org. This evening you have reserved 
shed seats at Tanglewood. The July weekend features Film Night at Tanglewood, Saturday 8:30pm, with John 
Williams conducting the Boston Pops Esplanade Orchestra. The August weekend concert is Saturday at 8:30pm; 
Keith Lockhart will conduct with guest trumpeter Chris Botti. (B) 
 
Day 3: Morning at Leisure 
Delight to a full breakfast before venturing out for more sightseeing. If you haven’t used your admission to the 
Naumkeag House and Gardens and the Berkshire Botanical Garden, now would be an opportune time to go 
before heading home.
