DAILY ITINERARY

Day 1: Arrive Fredericksburg, VA

Day 2: Charleston, SC

This morning, you'll travel through the states of Virginia and North Carolina before arriving at one of the South’s
most historic seaports- Charleston, South Carolina. Tonight, you'll reside at the Holiday Inn. This evening, you'll
dine in a local popular restaurant. (CB,D)

Day 3: Charleston Touring/Southern Gardens

Charleston, considered one of the charming spots of the South, is the focal point of your specially guided tour this
morning. Traveling along cobblestone streets, you'll view historic homes, restored public buildings, as well as the
famed Battery, which overlooks Fort Sumter, the site where the Civil War began. Next, you will visit Magnolia
Gardens to explore one of the most impressive and oldest gardens in America. This evening you'll arrive at one of
the premier resorts on the East Coast, fabulous Hilton Head Island. Excellent accommodations for the next three
nights are provided at the beautiful Holiday Inn Oceanfront Hotel located right on the beach.

swimming, a relaxing walk on the beach, do some shopping at Coligny Plaza or nearby golf and tennis. This
evening dinner is provided at the hotel. (CB,D)

Day 4: Guided Tour/ Dolphin Cruise/Dinner & Jazz Entertainment

You begin your first morning on Hilton Head with breakfast before joining your local guide. This morning you'll tour
scenic Sea Pines Plantation with its moss-covered trellises and lovely homes. You'll have time to explore
Harbourtown with its famous Lighthouse and many boutiques and restaurants. Next, enjoy a scenic dolphin cruise
in the waterways surrounding the island. The rest of your day is free to enjoy the many amenities your hotel has
to offer. This evening, enjoy dinner and great entertainment. (B,D)

Day 5: Savannah Touring/Lunch at Paula Deen’s Restaurant

After breakfast this morning, you're off for a full day of sightseeing as you cross the border into Georgia and arrive
in the port city of Savannah. You'll enjoy a guided tour of this lovely city which has the largest restored urban
historical district in America, as well as 1,100 buildings on the National Register of Historic Places. Next, you'll
visit the Owens-Thomas House, considered one of the finest examples of English architecture in the United
States. Lunch is a highlight at the famed Lady & Sons Restaurant owned by TV Personality Paula Deen. Later,
you'll have free time to explore Savannah’s waterfront shopping area where 19" Century Warehouses have been
converted into craft shops, unique boutiques and eateries. Late afternoon, you’ll return to Hilton Head and enjoy a
free evening. (B,L)

Day 6: Fredericksburg, VA

You begin your final morning on Hilton Head Island with breakfast. Then you must depart South Carolina coast
and retrace your route northward into North Carolina. After a pause for lunch, you again enter Virginia and
proceed to the Fredericksburg area, your final night's resting place. (B,D)

Day 7: Depart for Home
