You’ll have a chance to get out of the city on a full-day 
guided tour that brings you to Mt. Vernon, Old Town Alexandria and Arlington National Cemetery followed by 
dinner in Georgetown. During your two leisure days you’ll have your choice of Washington, D.C.’s myriad 
attractions, many of which are free (or nearly free).

DAILY ITINERARY 
 
Day 1: Depart Boston/Arrive Washington 
This morning depart Boston on Amtrak’s Acela Express service to Washington DC.  You will arrive at Union 
Station in the Nation’s Capital where you will be met by a local guide and transferred to the Liaison Capital Hill 
Hotel. The afternoon is at leisure and dinner is on your own before departing for a guided Illuminations Tour of 
Washington and its monuments and memorials.  Return to the hotel for overnight. 
 
Day 2: Washington, DC 
Today is a free day. You will have the opportunity of exploring this historic city on your own.  Overnight at the 
hotel. 
 
Day3: Mt Vernon/Alexandria / Arlington National Cemetery/Georgetown 
Depart the hotel this morning for a full day of touring. You will visit Mt. Vernon, the home of George Washington, 
Arlington National Cemetery and the Old Town of Alexandria, Virginia. Later you will be transferred to the 
Georgetown section of the City to enjoy dinner at Sequoia Restaurant situated on Washington Harbor. Return to 
the hotel for overnight. (D) 
   
 
Day 4: Washington, DC 
Today you have at leisure to continue exploring Washington on your own. Overnight at the hotel 
 
Day 5: Depart Washington/Arrive Boston 
This morning check out of the hotel. At mid day your guide will escort you on your motorcoach transfer back to 
Union Station for your return train trip to Boston.
